Dear Member: 

 Once again, we are approaching the sad interval in our calendar 
known as “Bain Haametzarim” “Between the Tragedies”.  This period 
extends from Shiva Asar B’Tammuz (17th day of Tammuz) through Tisha 
B’Av (9th of Av), otherwise known as the Three Weeks.  During this time we 
mourn the destruction of our two temples along with many other tragic events 
of our past.The level and intensity of mourning escalates as we move from 
Shiva Asar B’Tammuz to Rosh Chodesh Av and ultimately arrive at Tisha 
B’Av, a day when the aveilus of Klal Yisroel reaches its peak in spirit and 
practice. 
 This practice is in juxtaposition to the manner in which the laws of 
mourning are observed after the loss of an immediate relative for whom 
aveilus is required. In such circumstances, the mourning begins with the week 
of shiva, the period marked by the greatest intensity of aveilus. It continues to 
decline in severity as the individual faces the shloshim and the year long 
mourning for the loss of a parent. 
 The difference between the two types of mourning can be explained 
by the contrast in their underlying themes. When observing a personal loss, 
also called Aveilus Chadasha, a new mourning, the period immediately 
following the loss is the most painful and therefore the most severe. As time 
moves on, despite the painful loss, we gradually soften the mourning in order 
to allow the mourners to put the situation into perspective, and to slowly 
make their way back into society and the world around them. 
 The laws of the Three Weeks and Tisha B’Av are known as Aveilus 
Yeshana, an old mourning. During this time, we gradually increase our 
feeings of mourning in order to bring us to a greater awareness of what Tisha 
B’Av represents and what our people are missing. Mourning a tragedy of long 
ago requires a recognition of the loss and an understanding of the 
consequences  and impact on our lives. 
 Let us pray this period of mourning will soon be converted into a 
period of joy and fulfillment for all of Israel.

The Three Weeks 
During the summer months we observe the "Three Weeks", the season when we mourn many 
tragedies, which befell the Jewish people. The 17th of Tammuz, which is observed this year 
on Sunday, July 20, is a fast day, which  commemorates several tragic events in Jewish his-
tory.  These include the destruction of the first set of Tablets of the Ten Commandments, and 
the breaching of the walls of Jerusalem immediately prior to the destruction of the second 
Temple.  Men and women over the age of Bar and Bat Mitzvah are required to fast by re-
fraining from eating, drinking or rinsing out one's mouth from daybreak until nightfall, 
which is at 9:37 pm. Although the fast does not technically begin until morning (4:57 am), a 
person should have in mind before retiring for the night the possibility of awakening before 
daybreak to eat.  We read the Torah twice that day, both times reading about the forgiveness 
Moshe achieved for the Jews after they had worshipped the golden calf. This is read twice on 
all fast days except for Yom Kippur and Tisha B'Av morning when different portions of the 
Torah are read. The 17th of Tammuz begins the Three Weeks, a period of gradually increas-
ing mourning culminating with Tisha B'Av, the 9th of Av. During these three weeks we re-
frain from haircuts, weddings, dancing and playing music.  A musician whose livelihood is 
earned by playing music may perform for non-Jews during the Three Weeks, but not during 
the "Nine Days."
