LAWS OF THE NINE DAYS AND TISHA B'AV 5768

The Nine Days

During the "Nine Days," which begin this year on Fridgghty August 1, the mourning in-
tensifies. We avoid joyous activities such as home decoratinguemdforego many comforts such
as wearing freshly laundered clothing. We also refrain fromgeatigat or poultry and drinking
wine, except for Shabbos. One is permitted to eat foods, widoh made in a meat pot, but contain
no meat ingredients. A person who is ill or weak is alloteeghat meat but should preferably eat
poultry.

A person should not launder or wear freshly laundered gaterents (e.g., shirts, slacks,
dresses, skirts) during the Nine days, but should arranggvance to have sufficient supply of
clean, although not freshly laundered, clothes by wearing tteese for a brief period of time. Little
children's clothing can be laundered during the Nine Days. Swvighand bathing for pleasure are
also not permitted during the Nine Days. All the restnigiof the Nine Days extend until31 pm
on the 10th of Av (Monday, August 11).

Shabbos Chazon— August 9, Erev Tisha B’Av

There will be only one minyan for Mincha at each brafitAC 6:00 pm/Stone Syn 6:15
pm) so everyone may return home to eat and finish Shalosh Sby@d33 p.m There will be no
Shalosh Seudos in shul this week.

Since the eve of the observance of Tisha B’Av is on Siglhe normal restrictions on the
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last meal do not apply. A regular Shalosh Seudos (meat, paderg) may be eaten. Most of the Tisha
B’Av restrictions (not eating, drinking, washing, etc) inegt sunse{8:33 p.m.) Unlike others Shabboses,
however, we must stop eating before suf@&3 pm). Sitting low and removal of leather shoes should not
be done until the conclusion of Shabbos.
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The customary Havdalahnet said. On Saturday night after nightfall the blessing orctmelle is
said upon seeing candlelight. This will take place in shibainrday night before the reading of Eicha. On
Sunday night, after nightfall the Havdalah is said congjstinthe blessing over wine (or proper substitute)

The Ninth of Av

The laws of Tisha B'Av and the atmosphere of the day diffen any other experience in the Jew-
ish calendar. Whereas the Torah normally requires us to celebtateedriendly, on Tisha B'Av we are
discouraged from being joyous. We are not even to greet oneeaniotit if someone greets one unaware of
the Halacha, one should respond so as not to offend thepmiitsem. An atmosphere of extreme sadness
should prevail. We only study works that are saddening, aadhe descriptions of the destruction of the
Temple, or the Laws of Mourning.

From sunsef8:33 p.m.)of August 9 (Motz’ei Shabbos) unfit16 p.mon Sunday, August 10, we
refrain from eating, drinking, washing, wearing leather shaed,marital relations. Commerce and working
are discouraged. Washing in the morning (negel vasser) istfgtranly until the knuckles even though the
rest of the year we should wash until the wrist). Any tane washes for a halachic reason on this day, one
should wash only until the knuckle. Washing to remove sdinhés permitted, but any other washing should
be delayed until after nightfall.

Even the important mitzvah of wearing tefillin is delayedilithe afternoon of Tisha B'Av, when
we put them on during Mincha. (Chatzos i4:&1 p.m.)

On Tisha B'Av, the national Jewish day of mourning, wermehe many devastating events, which
occurred on this day, including the destruction of both Tesgphe destruction of Betar (including the mas-
sacre of tens of thousands of Jews) and the Spanistsiexpaf 1492. In addition, World War |, which was
both the source of horrors for Jewish communities woddvand the source and cause of the atrocities of
World War Il, began on Tisha B'Av. As a national day @umming, the Kinos (Laments), which we read
on Tisha B’Av, also includes memorials to many other Jewaedies, including the Crusades. There are
also Kinos to commemorate the Holocaust, which are read agiecion Tisha B'Av.

Let us hope that in the merit of observance of the commandmentourning the Temple during the "Three
Weeks," we will be blessed with the coming of the Mashiachlandebuilding of our Temple very soon.
