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PRUZBUL

There is a Mitzvah incumbent upon every Jew toifiyudit the end of the Shemitah year any
debts owed to him (“Shmitas Kesafim”). There soah negative prohibition that is violated
if someone requests payment after Shemitah fossloatiated before the Shemitah year.

According to the Torah, a lender is permitted teedhis debts to Bais Din to be collected by
them on his behalf. If he does this, Bais Din majfect his debts for him after Shemitah.
The seventh year absolves a borrower only fromapeidebts owed to an individual, and not
debts that a Bais Din has been authorized to dollec

When Hillel Hanassi saw that lenders were refrgirfrom lending to the poor because of

concern that they would be unable to collect thiet defore the end of Shemitah, he insti-

tuted the practice that the Bais Din should writiedlers a contract called a Pruzbal. Pruzbul
translates to mean “a remedy for the good of tble @aind the poor”. This contract appoints

the lender as an agent of Bais Din to collect é&n| and thus permits him to collect what is
owed to him even after Shemitah.

The structure of this remedy is to expand uponctivecept of “giving over of debts to Bais

Din”, by having the lender declare in front of ai8Bin that he wishes them to take over his
debts, without actually having to give them writteontracts on those debts. This works
even on loans that were exacted by verbal agreerf@nivhich the lender has no written

contract.

The procedure is as follows:

On Erev Rosh Hashanah usually right after Shachlents Hatoras Nedorim, the lender
comes before three men and reads to them the &ttawe included in the High Holiday
mailing. After the lender makes this declaratitime three men acting as judges sign the
document. The lender retains this document fordgsrds.

It is traditional to write a Pruzbul even if no lsawere made. For any further questions,
please feel free to contact me.
